Performance and
Accountability

Jurisdictions receiving OBAG funds need
to comply with the following:

Complete Streets Policy Resolution
Aside from meeting MTC’s complete
streets policy, a jurisdiction will need
to adopt a complete streets resolution
by June 30, 2013. A jurisdiction can also
meet this requirement through a general
plan that complies with the California
Complete Streets Act of 2008.

RHNA Compliant General Plan
A jurisdiction is required to have its
general plan housing element adopted
and certified by the State Department of
Housing and Community Development
(HCD) for 2007-14 RHNA prior to January
31,2013.If a jurisdiction submitted
its housing element to the state but
the state’s comment letter identifies
deficiencies that the local jurisdiction
must address in order to receive HCD
certification, then the local jurisdiction
may submit a request to the Joint
MTC Planning/ABAG Administrative
Commiittee for a time extension to
address the deficiencies and resubmit its
revised draft housing element to HCD for
re-consideration and certification.

Note that jurisdictions will be required
to have general plans with approved
housing elements and that comply

with the Complete Streets Act of 2008
by May 31,2015 and January 31,2016
respectively to be eligible for the OBAG
cycle subsequent to FY 2016-17.

Report to the Commission
After OBAG programming is completed
at the county level, MTC staff will
present a report to the Commission
in late 2013 on the performance and
project selection outcomes of the
OBAG program. The CMAs will also
present their PDA Investment and
Growth Strategies to the Joint MTC
Planning/ ABAG Administrative Planning
Committee.
