RE: Proposed Revision to the Bay Area Transportation Air Quality Conformity Protocol and 
Interagency Consultation Procedures 

Background 
 
MTC and the Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG) share responsibilities for 
federal transportation-air quality requirements in Solano County.  Northeastern Solano County is 
part of the Yolo-Solano Air Quality Management District, whereas the remainder of the county 
is part of the Bay Area Air Quality Management District.  MTC and BAAQMD staff revised 
procedures for interagency consultation to account for additional federal transportation-air 
quality requirements and to provide clarity on MTC and SACOG’s roles and updated 
responsibilities on these requirements, constituting a formal revision to the Bay Area elements of 
the SIP.   
 
The key revisions are summarized below: 
 

• Coordination between MTC and SACOG when exchanging travel data for emission 
inventories in eastern Solano County; and, 

• Coordination between MTC and SACOG when conducting project-level conformity in 
eastern Solano County. 

 
BAAQMD and ABAG Delegation of Authority to MTC to Hold Public Hearing 
 
BAAQMD and ABAG are co-lead agencies involved in preparing the Bay Area elements of the 
California State Implementation Plan (SIP), but delegated authority to MTC to hold a public 
hearing on the revised conformity and interagency consultation procedures at the January 10, 
2020, joint meeting of the MTC Planning Committee and the ABAG Administrative Committee.  
ABAG and BAAQMD took delegation of authority actions at their respective board meetings in 
November 2019. 
 
Public Hearing and Comments 
 
MTC noticed and recorded the public hearing in accordance with MTC’s public involvement 
procedures.  No oral comments were offered during the public hearing. One written comment 
was received from U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) about the use of “CO and PM” 
versus the word “pollutant”.

Next Steps 
 
The MTC Planning Committee approved MTC Resolution 3757, Revised at its February 14, 
2020 meeting and referred it to the Commission for final action on February 26, 2020.  The 
BAAQMD Board of Directors final action is scheduled for March 4, 2020.  ABAG will take 
final action at its Executive Board meeting scheduled for March 19, 2020.

1. Welcome and Self Introductions: Harold Brazil (MTC) called the meeting to order at 9:35 am.  
 
Note: the “Projects with Regional Air Quality Conformity Concerns” was added to the beginning of 
the meeting agenda to facilitate discussion of this item for all Task Force members.  
 
2.   PM2.5 Project Conformity Interagency Consultations 
 

a. Confirm Projects Are Exempt from PM2.5 Conformity  
 
i. Projects Exempt Under 40 CFR 93.126 – Not of Air Quality Concern  

 
Task Force members had no comments. 
 

Final Determination; With input from FTA, FHWA, EPA, Caltrans and MTC, the Task Force 
agreed that the projects on the exempt list 2b_Exempt List 010920.pdf are exempt from 
PM2.5 project level analysis. 

 
Added Item – Review of the Regional Conformity Status for New and Revised Projects 
 
Projects Staff Proposing to Include in the 2019 TIP  
 
Adam Crenshaw (MTC) stated that MTC staff had received a request from sponsors to add six 
individually listed project to the 2019 TIP and revise one existing project.  Mr. Crenshaw when on to say 
that the I-280 HOV Lane Extension to Magdalena Ave Interchange project included in the 2019 TIP and 
Plan Bay Area 2040 adds new lanes to extend the HOV lanes on I-280 from where they terminate near 
the Magdalena Ave Interchange to the San Mateo County line. 
 
Mr. Crenshaw added that Caltrans has recently proposed to fund construction for a portion of this 
project, from the terminus of the existing HOV lanes to a point approximately 3,200 feet north, as part 
of their I-280 Roadway Preservation project in 2020.  Mr. Crenshaw said that the construction of these 
improvements is expected to be completed toward the end of 2021, which is consistent with how the 
project is currently modelled in the regional conformity analysis. 
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Mr. Crenshaw indicated that MTC staff is proposing to revise the scope of the Caltrans project per their 
request through an amendment to the 2019 TIP. Since the project is already reflected in the existing 
regional air quality conformity analysis, staff is asking for the Task Force’s concurrence that the change 
to this project in the 2019 TIP would not require an update to the conformity analysis. 
 
Discussion continued about the I-280 HOV Lane Extension to Magdalena Ave Interchange project with 
Joseph Vaughn (FHWA) concurring the project would not require an update to the conformity analysis.  
Rodney Tavitas (Caltrans) agreed if there was no new EMFAC modeling involved – then amending the 
project to the TIP would be no problem. 
 
Mr. Crenshaw also asked is there was a timeline for EPA’s approval of CARB’s EMFAC adjustment 
factors for conformity determinations resulting from SAFE Rule Part One impacts on on-road emission 
modeling in California.  Panah Stauffer (EPA) indicated that she was unaware of a timeline for EPA’s 
approval of the CARB’s adjustment factors but stated EPA and the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA) submitted the SAFE Rule to the Office of Management and Budget on 
January 14th, 2020.

Regarding the “commuter projects”, she replied that “we have developed an e-bike commuter program with 
rebates and incentives to support e-bike commute travel during peak period across the bridge” and that some 
funds will be used for construction of “’quick build’ bike/ped access improvements (including protected 
intersections) for Richmond-San Rafael bridge”.
